Maupin

Known for its fantastic whitewater rafting and
kayaking, the town of Maupin rests high above the
famed Deschutes River, and serves as a hub for
river recreation seekers. Anglers ply the Deschutes
in these parts year-round for wild redside trout (a
strain of rainbow), and travel from all over the world
in the summer and fall to cast for powerful summer
steelhead. White water enthusiasts — rafters and
kayakers alike — enjoy the challenges of running the
Deschutes’ famous rapids, including Box Car and
Oak Springs. Several guide services are available
to help you make the most of your Deschutes
adventure. Inexperienced anglers and rafters are
welcome and will find a satisfying adventure in
Maupin. Fishing is not the only activity you can
enjoy in this neck of the county. There’s something
for everyone from horseback riding, deer, elk, and
bird hunting, hiking, camping and picnicking. You
may have to stay a day (or two)!

White River Falls

One of Oregon’s best kept
secrets 1s the White River
Falls that plunge 90 feet
over a basalt shelf. The
falls are complemented

by a pleasant park, which
offers a rugged quarter-
mile trail down to the
churning base of the falls.
In autumn, nearby Sherar’s
Falls on the Deschutes
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River is the site of an age-old act of sustenance —
the dip netting of Chinook salmon. Surrounded

by dramatic rimrock canyons, members of the
Confederated Tribes of the Warm Springs perch
themselves on wooden platforms, extending their
lodgepole nets into the falls below. It is wonderful
to witness this generations-old Northwest tradition.

Deschutes River
Whitewater rafting

is at its best on the
Deschutes River. The
river originates high in
the Cascade Mountains
from Little Lava Lake
and carves a path
through 250 miles of

eastern Oregon before

flowing into the Columbia. The ‘Lower Deschutes’
refers to the hundred mile section from the mouth
of the Deschutes to Pelton Dam, near Lake Billy
Chinook. The lower river offers a beautiful desert
canyon filled with sage brush, osprey, incredible
basalt rock formations and plenty of exciting rapids.
The Deschutes River is one of the most popular
rivers in Oregon. There are many attractive
features to this section of the river that has made it

become a popular travel destination.

Recreation
